Successful claimants will be expected to provide subsequent evidence
of outcome relevant to the nature of the award concerned, e.g. by
submission of a tutor’s report or an examination result, or by the
preparation of a report on an event which can be considered for
publication in the Association’s Newsletter and/or Journal.

The Council will expect successful applicants to continue in membership
of the Association for a significant period of time following an award.

The Council has established a Memorial Sub-Committee to consider all
applications for grant funding. The Committee meets twice-yearly, in May
and November.
